Re: Energy Code Supplement 

 

It is my honor and pleasure to submit the final draft of the Energy Code Supplement (ECS) and related 
documents. We look forward to discussing adoption of the ECS Local Law at the June 14 meeting of the 
Town Board. The City of Ithaca Common Council voted unanimously to adopt the IECS on May 5. 
 
Four years ago, the Town partnered with the City of Ithaca to engage a consultant team for the important 
work of crafting local legislation to reduce GHG emissions in new buildings. Town and City staff, working 
with the consultant team and guided by an extraordinary level of community input, have worked to create 
regulations that are achievable, affordable, and impactful.  
 
Since starting the Green Building Policy Project, the Town has gone even farther: we have committed to a 
Green New Deal (GND) and to an equitable transition to carbon-neutrality community-wide by 2030. The 
Energy Code Supplement will be the biggest piece of the GND yet enacted. But it won’t be the biggest piece 
forever: we will soon be discussing the monumental task of shifting our entire community building stock 
– including all existing buildings – to become net-zero. 
 
The ECS and the Town’s developing plans for existing buildings and the GND are in line with the 
trajectory of New York State policy, which seems to be headed toward energy and building codes that 
require highly efficient, all-electric new construction by 2030, and the prohibition of fossil-fuel-based 
equipment in existing buildings by 2035. 
 
Questions remain. For example, will the electric grid incorporate renewables as quickly as planned by 
New York State? We cannot know. But we do know that electrification makes sense today. Even when 
assuming scenarios favorable for natural gas and unfavorable for heat pumps, we still see GHG reductions 
from switching to heat pumps today, and over the life of the building. 
 
With consideration of adoption of the ECS, the Town and the City are leading the way, and hopefully will 
inspire other communities – and the State – to take strong legislative action to reduce GHG emissions. 
 
We have provided a copy of the ECS with all changes tracked since the last public draft, dated 01-28-21. 
Below is a list of many of the more substantial changes; this is not all-inclusive. 
1. Changing title to “Energy Code Supplement” (removing “Ithaca”), per General Code guidance 

2. Several changes to Sections 144-1 Title, Purpose, and Findings; 144-2 Scope and Application; and 
144-6 Compliance Documentation and Variances, due to Town/City difference in implementation and 
enforcement. 

3. Timetable in future section: ECS becomes more stringent in 2023/2026 (previously 2025/2030). 
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4. Added new and clarifying language: buildings that are not heated and agricultural buildings are 
exempt from ECS 

5. Substantially updated renewable energy systems sections 

6. 2025 Prescriptive Path Summary Table added 

7. Level 1 electric vehicle chargers are no longer allowed to be used to get the EV point 

8. Small building/room size point: Duplexes and Townhouses will now be treated as multiple single-
family homes (for this point only). So, a duplex is treated as two single family homes for the room 
allowances, and a 5-unit townhouse building will be treated like five single family homes. This adds a 
good deal of available space for the projects it affects. 

9. Building/Room size point: Raised allowance for 1-BR units in multifamily from 595 to 600 sq ft (less 
than 1%) to align with NYS HCR requirements. 

10. Greenhouse Gas Emissions Calculation-based Compliance: In C403.4.5, now allow data gathered from 
actual operation of combined heat and power plant.  In C403.4.7, the City reserves the right to require 
additional documentation and/or additional third-party review at cost of applicant. Same changes 
made to Residential section. 

11. Lighting point – clarified that lighting for signs is exempt 

12. Included calculation examples for Development Density and Room size 

13. Formatting changes, including renumbering to include Town Code Chapter 144 references

	Part 3 Determination of Significance: 
The proposed local laws establish and reference a local energy code supplement (ECS) that provides requirements that give priority to electrification, renewable energy, and affordability in new construction and certain additions and major renovations. 
 
The requirements of the ECS apply, with limited exceptions, to: 
(1) all new construction, excluding additions and renovations that are not specified in the law, 
(2) all additions 500 square feet or larger to single-family or two-family dwellings, 
(3) all additions 1,000 square feet or larger to buildings other than single-family or two-family dwellings, and 
(4) all major renovations, as defined in the ECS.
 
The ECS was envisioned in the adopted 2014 Town of Ithaca Comprehensive Plan. Section EC-1 of the Plan includes incorporating sustainability and climate protection into long-term planning, and begins with the statement "The Town Board has endorsed sustainability and climate protection as overarching principles to guide long-term decision-making; elements of these principles are infused throughout this Comprehensive Plan." One specific goal within the section includes adopting a building code to require all new construction projects and major renovations to incorporate green building techniques and achieve specific energy efficiency standards. The ECS is the building code that was referenced in the Comprehensive Plan.
 
There will be no anticipated change in the intensity of the use of land, no negative environmental effect on traffic, environmental resources (natural areas, wetlands, streams, plant or wildlife habitat, etc), historic or aesthetic resources, and no negative impacts on drainage, flooding, erosion, or public health as a result of enacting the proposed local laws.
 
The ECS establishes a point and performance-based system for the new construction, additions, and major renovations to which it applies. Requiring compliance with the ECS may include electrification of new and renovated spaces within a structure where the remaining structure might utilize natural gas or other energy source (this might have an economic impact, although the ECS gives priority to affordability). However, following the point and performance-based system will not create the potential for significant adverse environmental impacts and will lead to positive community impacts through the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions and increased walkability/reduced reliance on vehicles for transportation. The rules require that all new buildings be constructed to produce 40% fewer greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions than those built to NYS code.  The ECS will become more stringent in 2023, requiring an 80% reduction in emissions. Starting in 2026, net-zero buildings that do not use fossil fuels will be required (with exceptions for cooking and process energy).
 
Compliance with the ECS could lead to changes in the built environment, e.g., increased density, increased walkability, and reduction on the reliance of gas-powered vehicles as the main source of transportation in new developments.
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
